Academic 
In the National Assessment Program, the results 
across the Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 literacy and numeracy 
assessments are reported on a scale from Band 1 to 
Band 10. The achievement scale represents 
increasing levels of skills and understandings 
demonstrated in these assessments. 
Yr 3: from Band 1 (lowest) to Band 6 (highest for 
Year 3). Yr 5: from Band 3 (lowest) to Band 8 
(highest for Year 5). 
 

Literacy ς NAPLAN Year 3 
In Reading, 100% of our students achieved in the 
top 3 bands compared to 68% at state level.  
In writing, 90% of students were placed in the 
highest three bands compared to 79.4% of Year 3 
students across the state.  
In grammar and punctuation, 80% of students were 
placed in the highest two bands compared to 49.5% 
of Year 3 students across the state.  
Results indicate that in reading, understanding and 
interpreting inferences and linking texts are areas 
for development.  In writing, spelling in context and 
vocabulary are areas for development.  
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Numeracy ς NAPLAN Year 3 
In numeracy, 66.6% of students achieved in the top 
two bands as compared to 35.1 % of Year 3 
students across the state. Areas that need 
improvement are space and geometry, patterns and 
fractions.  
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Literacy ς NAPLAN Year 5 
In Reading, 77% of our students achieved in the top 
3 bands compared to 51.9% at state level.  
In grammar and punctuation, 61.5% of our students 
were in the top 2 bands compared with state at 
42%. 
In spelling, 57.7% of our students achieved in the 
top 2 bands compared to 34.7% at state level.  
Results indicate that in reading, understanding and 
interpreting inferences and purpose of texts are 
areas for development. In writing, use of character 
setting and elaborating ideas are areas for 
development.  
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Numeracy ς NAPLAN Year 5 
In Numeracy, 70.3% of our students achieved in the 
top 3 bands compared with state at 52.9%. Problem 
solving is an area for improvement.  
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Progress in literacy and numeracy 

Average progress between Year 3 and Year 5 has 
exceeded the state in all areas of Literacy and 
Numeracy. This has been a specific area that we 
have targeted to improve and we are pleased with 
the improvements being made. 
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Minimum standards 

The Commonwealth Government sets minimum 
standards for reading, writing, grammar and 
punctuation, spelling and numeracy for years 3, 5, 7 
and 9.  
The performance of the students in our school in 
the National Assessment Program ς Literacy and 
Numeracy is compared to these minimum 
standards.

Our Learning Support Team meets regularly to 
formulate learning plans to support the specific 
learning needs of students.   
Students from Year 6 were trained as peer support 
leaders and led their peer groups through skills 
based lessons on relationships, resilience and 
values. 
Our Buddy program, where Year 6 students support 
Kindergarten in their first year of school, is an 
important feature of our school program.  
All students K ς 6 participated in a show called Bully 
Busters where the message about bullying was 
explored in a non-threatening and fun way.
