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City of Ryde Local Planning Strategy  
The Local Planning Strategy is being prepared in 
response to the Metropolitan Strategy and Draft Inner 
North Sub-regional Strategy documents produced by the 
NSW Government that outline a vision for Sydney over 
the next 20 years. The City of Ryde Local Planning 
Strategy is a strategic planning document that will inform 
the City of Ryde comprehensive local environmental 
plan (LEP 2011). The City's Local Environmental Plan 
contains overarching planning objectives and planning 
provisions that guide the future of development within 
Ryde.  
As a part of this, council has undertaken a number of 
background studies to inform the process. These are 
currently on exhibition, with council finalising the process 
early next year. Included in these background studies is 
the City of Ryde Centres and Corridors Study: 
Section 3.5 Meadowbank . It’s focused mainly on the 
area between Constitution Rd and the river, but one of 
the quotes from the report that jumped off the page was 
“...Meadowbank emerges as one of Sydney’s best 
opportunities to provide a higher density suburb...”.
