Absences

Attendance is monitored by Home School Liaison
Officers of the Department of Education and Training.
Today we had a visit from our Home School Liaison
Officer so it is timely to remind all parents that they have
a legal responsibility to ensure the regular school
attendance of their children aged between 6 and 15
years.

Whenever students are absent from school, a written
explanation upon the child's return is required. When
more than one family member is involved one note for all
family members is sufficient, stating the children’'s
names and classes and reason for absence. This
explanation is recorded in the class roll/s and the letter is
filed.

Doctor’'s certificates are not mandatory but may be
submitted for any absence.

Should children be absent from school for a lengthy
period of time with a severe illness the school should be
notified immediately. If the child is to participate in an
extended holiday, where possible this should be advised
in advance in writing.

Visitors to the School

All visitors to the school who are either contracted or
volunteering should report first to the front office where
they are to sign the visitor's book. This precaution
ensures the security of school and personal property as
well as the safety of students and staff.
